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2.4 Permitted use
The electric ball picker may only be used on the driving range. It may only be used when it is assembled and mounted according to this instruction manual.
2.5 Forbidden
Install the actuators only on a 31D or a 51D ballpicker.
Use the actuators only for dumping the baskets of the ballpicker.
Modifications to the mechanical functions of the ball picker may only be carried out after consultation with Oxland.
3. Machine management
3.1 Conditions
Anyone doing maintenance on the ball picker must first understand these instructions. If a person has not done any work and/or maintenance for a period of
more than three months on a ball picker, the instruction manual must be re-read before doing any work on the ball picker.
4. Design and function
4.1 General
The Oxland electric ballpickers are designed and build for fast en reliable ball picking.
Because of the electric kit, the ballpicker can be easily emptied by pressing only one button.
5. Installation

Make sure all the parts you need for the ball picker are present by checking the part list as listed in chapter 7.1 on this manual.
If you miss any parts, please contact Oxland and give them the article number(s) of the missing part(s).

To assemble the ball picker the following tools are required:

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5.1 Installation step by step

When you get your ball picker, step 1 is probably already done.
In case there is some damage, step 1 can be done as follows:

Step 1 Install the actuator support plates on a frame

Install the de 2 actuator support plates (A) (900160) on a frame of a 31D of 51D ballpicker, by using 2 bolts (M8x30), 4 nuts (M8) and 2 Nyloc
nuts (M8 Nyloc).

Tips:
Tighten the bolts not completely, this will be easier when installing the actuator.
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Step 2: Install a complete basket

Install the swivel bolt bracket (A) (900168) on the basket of a 31D of 51D ballpicker, by using 2 bolts (M6x20), 4 washers (M6) and 2 Nyloc nuts
(M6 Nyloc).

Tips:
Tighten the bolts not completely, this will be easier when installing the actuator.
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Step 3: Assemble a Actuator

Slide the BP-actuator dust cover (B) (900112) on a BP-actuator(A) (900119), and tighten it with 2 tie wraps. Install the actuator swivel bolt (C)
(900113) on the actuator, by using a bolt (M8x30) and a Nyloc nut (M8 Nyloc).
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Step 4: Complete a section

Install the actuator from step 3 to the support plates form step 1 with a bolt (M8x30) and a nut (M8 Nyloc). Install the actuator to the swivel bolt
bracket from step 2 with a nut (M8 Nyloc)
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Step 5: Tighten all the bolts

Tighten all the bolts and nuts from step 1 and 2. Adjust the actuator so that the basket completely rests on the frame, and while driving there is no press in the
actuator . This is possible by turning the bolts on the swivel bolt (picture)

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6. Maintenance

6.1 General

For a long and good life span you have to check the electric ball picker regular. Any malfunction that will be discovered at an early stage will be easier to
correct. If you have checked the ball picker regularly then the malfunctions and breakdowns can be minimised. We will give you some tips about malfunctions
and what to do when they appear.

6.2 Maintenance intervals and instructions
Maintenance intervals

A Every pick-up run
B Every month
C Every season

1 Electric kit for the 31D, 51D and expansion kit
1.1 | Any object that could have become lodged between the actuator and the X

basket should be removed after every pick-up. These could be stones,
broken balls, pinecones etc., which can damage your ball picker or short the
life span.

1.2 | After pick-up hose down the electric ballpicker to remove gravel or sand that X
could accumulate and cause corrosion of the metal parts and unnecessary
wear and tear on the bearings and discs.

1.3 Check that all locking nuts are secure X

1.4 In the winter the electric ball picker must be totally cleaned stored in a frost- X
free storage area.

15 Lubricate nuts and bolts and check if they are rusty or damaged, if they are, X
replace them.

1.6 Check the bearings of the basket, if they are dry, grease them. X
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6.3 What to do with possible malfunctions
The baskets dump not anymore or hardly

Check that:
- the actuator is dirty
- the bearings of the baskets are damaged
- the dump baskets are in the middle of the frame and they dump well
- the wiring of the electric kit is damaged
- the Up-Down switch of the electric kit is working
- the actuator dust cover is damaged or missing
- the basket will be hindered while dumping

6.4 Function tests

Test the ball picker after repairing or maintenance. Check if the ball picker is functioning correctly by test driving without balls in the dump baskets.
